City Code disallows storage containers to be used in a residential zoning and we have no provisions to regulate industrial and manufacturing storage units that may require environmental regulations. NLAC works with residents anyway possible.

Updates from the City Attorney, Linden Business Markets and Area Commission Meeting.

Chair Russell reported that 85% of the homicides and crime in Linden occurs at the gas/convenience/markets in Linden. She suggested we create a resource guide to take the burden off law enforcement and print postcards with community organizational resources, such as: Columbus Public Health, Youthbuild, We Are Linden, Remember Us Urban Scouts, The Hardy Center, St. Stephen’s, etc.

Commissioner Perkins suggested that we use the postcard to target the youth and community resources.

Commissioner Daniel suggested providing standards to change business practices in an effort to alleviate crime.

Commissioner Clark asked about a database of the businesses and costs to use the new stadium.

Chair Russell said the City Attorney’s Office was compiling and email list and would share the contacts. Also, asked Commissioner Clark to follow-up with Mr. Price concerning zero costs for Linden Residents to use the new stadium facilities.

Robyn asked if we should keep the yard signs displayed.

Answer: Yard signs may continue to be displayed. However, we will distribute them, as soon as the approval for the Gyname Place is confirmed.

Chair Russell asked Robyn to join a committee. She declined, but agreed to distribute yard signs and postcards.
